She also has twelve years experience as a journalist comprising investigative reporting, science writing, 
and interviewing. Notable credits include Smithsonian Magazine, Honorable Mention in the 2004 Writer’s Digest  
Competition (Short Story), First Place in the 2001 San Diego Writer’s Monthly Writing Contest, and selection as a 
finalist in the 2002 Dana and Edgar Awards.

As a journalist herself, the plight and motives of individuals who put their own lives in danger for the sake of 
a news broadcast intrigued her. In researching the biographies and writings of this disregarded and 
misrepresented group of underdogs, Von Smith was struck repeatedly first by their gutsy grace and second by 
their repeated stories, confirming the amazing resilience of humanity.  BONEGRINDERS is a celebration of all 
that.
